INTRODUCTION





I wrote this utility because the phone software supplied with my fax-modem didn't work properly and couldn't be tweaked to work however much I tried. KM-Dial can be used as a dialer utility for ordinary modems or with voice-modems intended for hands-free operation. It is fully configurable and so should work with ANY voice modem.





I hope it's of some use to others.








FEATURES





Configurable for any serial port.


10 Preset Numbers - Stored in WIN.INI


Up to 500 telephone numbers stored in a separate data file (NUMBERS.DAT).


Name Search


Can be run with a telephone number as the command line argument (and therefore called via simple macros from databases/spreadsheets etc.)








INSTALLATION





Copy KM-DIAL.EXE to anywhere you like and make an icon for it (Windows 3.1/3.11) or a shortcut for it (Windows 95).





When you run the program for the first time you will be asked to enter the serial port for your modem (eg. 'COM1', 'COM2', 'COM3'... etc.), whether you have a voice modem, and whether you are on a company exchange (ie. need to dial '9' for an outside line).








VOICE MODEM DIALING





The <Configuration> button extends the window area to show a number of options.


These should work with most voice modems (ie. those using the Rockwell chipset) but you may need to alter some of the initialisation strings to suit your hardware.





Type or select a number and press the <Dial It> button. You should then be connected and hands-free conversation should be enabled. Depending on your hardware, you may need to alter volume settings for the LINE device, particularly if you are using a combined sound card/modem.





Click the <Hang Up> button or <Exit> to terminate the call.








SIMPLE MODEM DIALING (ie. as a dialer with a conventional phone)





Select or type a number and press the <Dial It> button. Lift the handset on the phone and click the <Hang Up> button, preferably before the called number has time to answer.





Do not attempt to use the <Answer> button if you don't have a voice modem; you'll probably be able to hear the caller but they won't be able to hear you !








CONFIGURATION





If you make alterations to the configuration settings these are only saved when you press the <Exit> button, so if you don't want the changes to be permanent use the window close box instead.








PRESETS





NB: The <Store> and <Delete> buttons have nothing to do with the presets !





To save a number in a preset, enter the persons name and telephone number and right-click the preset button with the mouse. To delete a preset, blank the number and name and right-click the button.





Presets button entries are stored in the users WIN.INI file when the <Exit> button is pressed.








DATABASE





The database is currently limited to 500 names.





To store a number in the drop-down telephone list, input the person's name and telephone number and press the <Store> button.





To delete an entry, select from the list and press the <Delete> button.





To find the number of a person's name beginning with eg. 'D' type 'D' into the persons name box and press the down arrow of the drop-down list.





To restrict the list to only names that include the word 'John', type 'John' in the person's name and press the <?> button. Note that this will find any entries containing these letters so:-





JOHN SMITH


John Brown


Alice @ Johnson plc.


Mike Johnson





would all be listed.





To show all entries again, blank the persons name box and press the <?> button again.





The data is stored in a file called 'NUMBERS.DAT'. If you have existing data you can create a file from this by saving an ASCII Text file with this name. The format should be either :-





Name1,Number1


Name2,Number2 etc.





or





Name1	Number1


Name2	Number2 etc.





where the second example uses a TAB character instead of a comma. If you are using existing data, I recommend sorting it on the name field before saving because this will speed up loading when the program is run.





When modifications are made, exiting KM-Dial will give you the option of saving the new data. When data is saved it is always saved in the 2nd format, ie. TAB separated.
